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The influence of Shakespeare's creation on the world literary standards
	



Shakespeare is probably the most famous playwright in history. Belonging to the Medieval Times he nevertheless was able to talk about the things still as important as ever. 
Many historians and literature critics have been recently argued about his personality and authorship.  Personally for me, some facts really look controversial. How could a son of a glover become a playwright? Did he get any art, but not basic, grammar education? Did he grow in the atmosphere books and literature family disputes? I tend to agree with some researchers, that not everything is so evident with the name of Shakespeare. But whatever name the author had, the woks by him are brilliant!
Even if to read the plays in translation, not in the language of the original, the style is not that simple. Some may say it is old fashioned and rhymes are not the way simple people talk. But take into account the conventional language of medieval drama traditions. And still start with paying attention to the ideas the author shares with his readers – they are absolutely modern and vital though there are centuries between. Shakespeare speculates upon the issues of family and parental relations, love and betray, friendship and loyalty, small tragedies of everyday life and ruined states and countries.
It seems for me impossible to name any particular work by Shakespeare as the most influential or prominent. I strongly believe all of them matter to a great extent. Tragedies, as the evidences of a mature talent, here go first: Hamlet with his most famous and cited monologue To be or not to be and the flaw of hesitation and Othello and King Lear with their fatal errors of hasty and emotional judgements; romantic martyrs Romeo and Juliette and their desperate adolescent love against century old family relations and conventions; Macbeth and wild ambitions for throne against the legal and rightful king. Being considered a lighter genre, comedy in its turn adds to the treasury collection of eternal works. Strongly classical and traditional at the beginning it develops into subtly charming, witty and romantic tales, satiric about significant human faults and ironical for some lighter drawbacks. Throughout the stories his personages become more and more real and true to life, less artificial and conventional, revealing personal traits, sense of humour and individuality. Furthermore, if to take his sonnets, they give us the whole world of senses, themes and ideas. 
Bringing new standards and criteria to drama and playwriting, allowing his personages speak their heart and mind through the monologues, finding comic in kings’ lives and subtle romance in simple rural setting Shakespeare’s work has enormously influenced later theatre and literature. As some critics find, for years ahead. There is a long list of not less famous names of those inspired by his talent. And, finally, how not to mention the practical use of Shakespearian plays for the English Language? Not systematically fixed in writing and having mostly spoken use in the Middle Ages the language has got its standardised grammar and vocabulary shape due to them.
