The
earliest example of

magazine appeared in the middle of the 17th century in Berlin.

As
for news

announcements, I know that the earliest examples appeared in the Roman Empire
and in Ancient

China. These news were carved in metal or stone and placed in public places.
The newspapers

we receive today originated in Venice in the middle of the 16th century. At first
they were

handwritten.

Anna: As I understand, newspapers and magazines remained the only source of
information for

several centuries, because radio didn't come into use until the beginning of the
20th century.

Guglielmo Marconi was the person who invented radio signals. In fact, his
invention has saved

hundreds of people from dying on the sinking Titanic.

Pierre: We have lots of information for the essay now.

Anna: That's not all. We should also mention the appearance of TV and
advertising.

Pierre: Well, as far as I know, the first black and white silent movies were
introduced to people

already at the beginning of the 20th century. The first sound and color effects
appeared in 1922.

In the course of time there were other inventions, connected with television. For
example, video

recorders, DVDs, cable television, etc.

Anna: Do you happen to know anything about advertising?

Pierre: Advertising is an old tool. Even in ancient cultures people found different
ways to

advertise their goods. I'd say inscriptions on walls were the first advertisements.
Speaking about modern advertising, it appeared first on radio, then on TV. Radio
advertisements were launched

in 1920s, and TV commercials appeared in 1950s.

Anna: Oh, now that should be enough information. At the end we should write a

Abraham Lincoln

Among all presidents in the history of the United States, Abraham Lincoln is
probably the one

that Americans remember best. He brought honesty and integrity to the White
House. Most of all

he is remembered or he is associated with the final abolition of slavery. Lincoln
became a virtual

symbol of the American Dream whereby an ordinary person from humble
beginnings could

reach the pinnacle of society as president of the country.

Abraham was born on February 12,1809 in Kentucky, and spent the first seven
years of his life

there. Occasionally he and his sister Sarah attended classes in a log schoolhouse
some 3 km from

home.

It was difficult time for the family, in which his father Thomas Lincoln tried to
make living as a

carpenter and farmer. The Lincolns moved from farm to farm around Kentucky
until 1816, when

the family left to settle in Indiana.

During 14 years the Lincolns lived in Indiana and his childhood in the frontier of
Indiana set the

course for his character and motivation in life later.

Abraham Lincoln began a long road to become the sixteenth president of the
USA, In 1834, he

was elected into the House of Representatives and began studying to become a
lawyer. For the

next few years, he practiced law all across the state. In 1847, he was elected into
Congress, but

his opinions did not ensure him a long stay there. He was vehemently against
slavery. As a

result, he was not elected for the second term.

A few years later, slavery became a stronger issue, and more people wanted to
abolish it. Lincoln

joined Republicans, a new political party that opposed slavery. The Republicans
nominated him

for the US Senate in 1858. Abraham Lincoln's oratorical powers brought him to
the attention of

the nation. In 1860, he was nominated by the Republican Party as its candidate
for the

Presidency of the United States. Lincoln won by a small margin.

But with his election, the country began the process of dividing. South Carolina
had seceded

from the Union before he was even inaugurated. Other states followed to form
the

Confederation. The North and the South were divided, and the Civil War began.




The war was not

only over the abolition of slavery, but also for the rights of individual states to
make their own

choices.

Later, Lincoln was elected for the second term of Presidency in 1864. The South
surrendered,

and the Civil War was ended on April 9, 1865. The difficult period of time
began, the time for

reconstruction and reconciliation, but Lincoln would not be the person to lead the
country

through this difficult period.

On April 14, Abraham Lincoln with his wife attended the play in Ford's Theater
in Washington

D.C. A few minutes past ten o'clock, an actor stepped into the Presidential box
and shot the

President. In the following morning Abraham Lincoln died.

International Law and Human Rights

Human rights law made a definite appearance in international law only in the
middle of the 20th century.

In 1948 the United Nations General Assembly issued the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights, as instrument now generally accepted as part of customary
international law. The Universal Declaration, along with the French Declaration
of the Rights of Man and the Citizen and the US Bill of Rights, constitutes the
foundation of modern human rights law. In the last half of the 20th century,
human rights law came to be accepted as integral part of international law.

Most countries of the world have signed international agreements concerning the
treatment of individuals. Besides the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
these treatments include the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights,
the European Convention on Human Rights and some others.

The International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights was adopted in 1966/ It
is not as comprehensive as the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, but it is
thought to be more important because it carries the force of a treaty obligation.
Among other things it has provisions about racial and sexual equality, about
freedom of thought, conscience and religion.

The European Convention on Human Rights was first adopted in 1950 and has
been signed by all the countries of Western Europe. It aimed at defining more
closely the obligations of members of the Council of Europe concerning “human
rights”. Individual citizens of these countries have the right to bring a complaint
before the European Commission on Human Rights if they think their
government has broken the Convention.

Although there is still no universal international human rights court, there are
several regional human rights tribunals. Most prominent is the European Court of]
Human Rights in Strasbourg. The European Court of Human Rights was
established by the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedom in 1959. Only states, which are parties to the Convention
and the European Commission on Human Rights, have the right to bring a case
before the Court. Some states have incorporated the Convention into domestic
law. The judgments of the Court have almost always been respected.

When the laws of the country violate the human rights groups like Amnesty
International protest to the government on moral grounds. But whenever
possible, legal arguments are also used — references to the constitution of the
country itself and to any relevant international agreements, which its government
has signed. But despite the development of legally binding national and
international conventions, millions of people in the world still do not enjoy

human rights.
