Abraham Lincoln

Among all presidents in the history of the United States, Abraham Lincoln is
probably the one

that Americans remember best. He brought honesty and integrity to the White
House. Most of all

he is remembered or he is associated with the final abolition of slavery. Lincoln
became a virtual

symbol of the American Dream whereby an ordinary person from humble
beginnings could

reach the pinnacle of society as president of the country.

Abraham was born on February 12,1809 in Kentucky, and spent the first seven
years of his life

there. Occasionally he and his sister Sarah attended classes in a log schoolhouse
some 3 km from

home.

It was difficult time for the family, in which his father Thomas Lincoln tried to
make living as a

carpenter and farmer. The Lincolns moved from farm to farm around Kentucky
until 1816, when

the family left to settle in Indiana.

During 14 years the Lincolns lived in Indiana and his childhood in the frontier of
Indiana set the

course for his character and motivation in life later.

Abraham Lincoln began a long road to become the sixteenth president of the
USA, In 1834, he

was elected into the House of Representatives and began studying to become a
lawyer. For the

next few years, he practiced law all across the state. In 1847, he was elected into
Congress, but

his opinions did not ensure him a long stay there. He was vehemently against
slavery. As a

result, he was not elected for the second term.

A few years later, slavery became a stronger issue, and more people wanted to
abolish it. Lincoln

joined Republicans, a new political party that opposed slavery. The Republicans
nominated him

for the US Senate in 1858. Abraham Lincoln's oratorical powers brought him to
the attention of

the nation. In 1860, he was nominated by the Republican Party as its candidate
for the




Presidency of the United States. Lincoln won by a small margin.

But with his election, the country began the process of dividing. South Carolina
had seceded

from the Union before he was even inaugurated. Other states followed to form
the

Confederation. The North and the South were divided, and the Civil War began.
The war was not

only over the abolition of slavery, but also for the rights of individual states to
make their own

choices.

Later, Lincoln was elected for the second term of Presidency in 1864. The South
surrendered,

and the Civil War was ended on April 9, 1865. The difficult period of time
began, the time for

reconstruction and reconciliation, but Lincoln would not be the person to lead the
country

through this difficult period.

On April 14, Abraham Lincoln with his wife attended the play in Ford's Theater
in Washington

D.C. A few minutes past ten o'clock, an actor stepped into the Presidential box
and shot the

President. In the following morning Abraham Lincoln died.

TRENDS IN LEGAL EDUCATION

Modern legal education is expanding both in quantity and in scope, and
university legal education has become dominant everywhere. The opportunities
for university and professional education in law increased greatly after World
War II. In England and Wales, for example, where before the war only the
universities of Cambridge, Oxford, and London produced significant numbers of
law graduates, there are now more than 50 academic law departments. A
particularly noteworthy development has been the increase in women law
students, now consisting 30 to 40 percent of law students in most countries. The
number of students admitted to law schools in the United States tripled between
1961 and 1980. After that demand for legal education began to level off and even
decline.

Since the late 1960s universities in several countries have departed from the
rigidity of prescribed syllabi to allow a greater range of student choice in
selecting subjects. In most countries, more attention is paid to foreign legal
systems, transnational law, and to comparative law. In some countries non-legal
subjects have long been part of the syllabus; in others where law as a first degree
specialization has comprised only law studies, there has been a tendency to
include non-legal studies, joint courses in law and social sciences, or a more
sociological approach to law.

Most law schools are trying to find a middle path between being mere trade
schools or citadels of pure theory.

Over the past 5 years, government reforms have improved the legal system of the
United Kingdom. Restorative justice is an official initiative, which has been
supported and encouraged to reduce crime and benefit victims.

The recently formed Youth Justice Board aims to promote the prevention of
offences by children and young people. The board has called upon youth courts
to reduce the number of short custodial sentences and, conscious of the need for
an alternative to imprisonment for young offenders, a conference was convened
on the topic.

Lord Chief justice Woolf, the main speaker, indicated that there is an alternative
to imprisonment for young people. It is the process of restorative justice, which
involves the victims of crime, the community, which may be affected, and
offenders.

He pointed out frustration experienced sometimes by victims. They often believe




that the effect of criminal behavior on them personally has not been taken into
account.

Lord Wolf observed, “We have to find ways of breaking the vicious cycle of
repetition of offending, punishment, release, reoffending and punishment again.
Restorative justice cannot be the sole answer to this problem but can assist”.
With restorative justice an offender is encouraged to acknowledge the wrong
which those who suffer from his or her criminal behavior have endured. A
victim, ideally, is involved in the process but always voluntarily. Above all, the
offender is encouraged to realize that someone, a real person, has been affected
by the crime.

Restorative justice conference is a way of attempting to achieve this end. It
includes where possible the families of both victim and offender to deal with the
aftermath of the offence. Ideally, an offender is given an opportunity to become a
member of law-abiding society and repay a moral debt to victims. Offenders can
find it demanding when meeting face to face with their victims.

International Law and Human Rights

Human rights law made a definite appearance in international law only in the
middle of the 20th century.

In 1948 the United Nations General Assembly issued the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights, as instrument now generally accepted as part of customary
international law. The Universal Declaration, along with the French Declaration
of the Rights of Man and the Citizen and the US Bill of Rights, constitutes the
foundation of modern human rights law. In the last half of the 20th century,
human rights law came to be accepted as integral part of international law.

Most countries of the world have signed international agreements concerning the
treatment of individuals. Besides the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
these treatments include the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights,
the European Convention on Human Rights and some others.

The International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights was adopted in 1966/ It
is not as comprehensive as the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, but it is
thought to be more important because it carries the force of a treaty obligation.
Among other things it has provisions about racial and sexual equality, about
freedom of thought, conscience and religion.

The European Convention on Human Rights was first adopted in 1950 and has
been signed by all the countries of Western Europe. It aimed at defining more
closely the obligations of members of the Council of Europe concerning “human
rights”. Individual citizens of these countries have the right to bring a complaint
before the European Commission on Human Rights if they think their
government has broken the Convention.

Although there is still no universal international human rights court, there are
several regional human rights tribunals. Most prominent is the European Court of]
Human Rights in Strasbourg. The European Court of Human Rights was
established by the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedom in 1959. Only states, which are parties to the Convention
and the European Commission on Human Rights, have the right to bring a case
before the Court. Some states have incorporated the Convention into domestic
law. The judgments of the Court have almost always been respected.

'When the laws of the country violate the human rights groups like Amnesty
International protest to the government on moral grounds. But whenever
possible, legal arguments are also used — references to the constitution of the
country itself and to any relevant international agreements, which its government
has signed. But despite the development of legally binding national and
international conventions, millions of people in the world still do not enjoy
human rights.
